Agenda 3: KKH Library Rules 
Few sections of the KKH Library Rules are placed before the committee for discussion; the meeting thoroughly discussed different sections of the proposed rules.

Resolution 3
Resolved to approve the rules with minor modifications in some of the sections, as discussed in the meeting. (Sections of the Rule enclosed)

Item 4: Policy for Weeding out/ withdraw of outdated books of the Library
The Librarian i/c apprised the hon’ble members of the space problem and conditions of some books which are to be weeded out or withdrawn from the library stack. He has referred to the recommendation of National Knowledge Commission in regards to weeding out of old stock and placed some write-ups on the suggestion for weeding out of library books.
Resolution 4
The meeting resolved that books to be withdrawn/ weeded out be kept separately in the library and respective departments will check the books and decide whether these are to be withdrawn/ weeded out or not. 
Agenda 5: Status of KK Handiqui Library automation project;

The library has recently received two UPS which are placed in two sites connected with computers under LAN connectivity. The A/Cs are to be procured /repaired for the Server Room for the safety of the server (existing A/Cs are out of order for a long time and are send for repairing).

Presently more than 1.19 lacs of records are entered in SOUL an integrated package. Online Public Access Catalogue (OPAC) will be made available for searching library resources at an early date in the library premises. Moreover, steps will be taken so that OPAC can be searched from different department of the university.
Agenda 6: Opening of different corners like Corner for Competitive Examinations, etc;
Resolution 5
It is resolved that one “Conner for Competitive Examinations” will be created inside the library, in the Reading Hall. For developing the corner, necessary books, etc be procured from the library fund. (An amount of Rs 1,20,654/ has been earmarked in the 1st phase for the purchase of books  and journals for the corner). 

Agenda 7: Opening of one SB Account at SBI GU Branch for KKH Library;

The proposal for opening of one SB Accounts in the name of KKH Library is not accepted because of technical difficulties.
Agenda 8: Coordination of the library activities with the Dept of Lib & Inf Science, GU;

The meeting is of the opinion that there should be proper coordination between the Dept of Lib & Inf Science, GU and the KKH Library, GU by sharing the expertise of Faculty Members, helping the library in the processing works (like Data Entry, Classification, etc) of book by the Students of Lib & Inf Sc, and in such other professional works which may be required to do in the library.  

The Librarian i/c, also the Head of the Dept of Lib & Inf Science, GU has informed the committee that the Dept of Lib & Inf Science has introduced “INTERNSHIP PROGRAMME” for the MLISc Students. Presently, after completion of 2nd and 4th semester examinations, students of both the batches are working in the library (classification and data entry works) with the supervision of Librarians/ Assistant librarians and most of the remaining processing works of books have been done by them. 
Resolution 6
(i) It is resolved that the Librarian i/c, also presently the Head of the Dept of Lib & Inf Science, GU will submit a report on extending cooperation like sharing of expertise, etc of the Faculty Members of the Department of Lib & Inf Science, GU for the KKH Library, GU discussing with Faculty Members of LIS in the next Library Committee meeting. 

(ii) It is also resolved that the Students of the Dept of Lib & Inf Science, GU will work in the KKH library during semester breaks/ summer breaks as per convenience under  the supervision of the 
Librarian, KKH Library. 

Agenda 9: Any others

(a) Sunday duty: overtime allowance for the staff

       It is to be noted that the KKH Library remains open on Sunday from 11.00 am to 4.00 pm. 11 staff both professionals and non professionals serve on Sunday with overtime allowances as per rules existed in GU. Presently, no overtime allowance is allowed in other GU offices/ establishments. The library committee members are of the opinion that practice of overtime allowances be discontinued in the library also. 

Resolution 7:

It is resolved that all library staff be engaged on Sunday (once in a month)  and he/ she be allowed to avail Special leave on other working day for the day he/ she worked on Sunday with prior permission of the librarian. The practice of overtime allowance is discontinued.
